Issues Discussed:

· The purpose of this meeting was to gain a general understanding of the general and any ideas the organization had for a solution
· Mr. Van Pelt explained that the problem existed in the time and effort required to perform the necessary data entry and other manual tasks of the existing system
· Mr. Van Pelt demonstrated the existing system, a Microsoft Access database consisting of a single table of camp participant information
· Mr. Van Pelt expressed a desire to be able to manage both summer camp sessions in one database
· Mr. Van Pelt explained that he and two work-study students would be the operators of the proposed new system
· Upon request, Mr. Van Pelt provided Andy with a copy of the existing Access database for further group analysis
Questions:

· How can the project be expanded to reduce manual roles, increase functionality, and meet the complexity requirements of the project?

· If online payments are desired for participant registration, does Messiah have the technology in place to support credit card transactions?

· How much money would the organization be willing to pay in order to accept online payments?
