Meeting Summary

April 8, 2003

Individuals Present:

Issues Discussed:

· The team ran a demo of the application for Mr. Van Pelt.  Brendan provided sample input for a new camper and walked through some of the use cases.

· Mr. Van Pelt introduced the following concerns:

· Importing current database data from MS Access – approximately 100 participants already entered.

· Allowing for 2 or 3 entries of a participant’s roommate preferences.

· Checking for close spelling of roommate preferences for those applications with preference names spelled incorrectly.

· Providing only one field for comma-delimited medical conditions and medications instead of the four fields that we had planned on previously.

· Adding a second field for insurance information so a user may enter policy number and ID#.

· Mr. Van Pelt also showed interest in the following ideas:

· Contracting our multi-page layout to a single page for entry of participant information.

· Providing duplicate report locations – one in the appropriate specific submenu and one in the general “reports” submenu.

· Archiving information such as the number of years a camper has participated in camp and award winners, in order to create tradition around the awards.

· Archiving would also involve calling up a participant’s past information and modifying it as necessary for the current year.

· Allowing the system to automatically match participants with single, reciprocating roommate preferences, then providing a report of the remaining unmatched roommates for manual assignment by the user.

· The team informed Mr. Van Pelt that some of his suggestions involved lower-priority modules and may not reach implementation.

Team Observations:

· Checking for close spelling in roommate preferences may be implemented by SQL commands such as “LIKE.”

· Medical conditions and medications may be implemented using a memo data type in mySQL.

· A dropdown menu, with PA pre-selected, could be provided for entry of a participant’s home state.

Questions:
· How will we go about importing information to the application from old Access databases?

· Will we be able to generate PDF documents to provide for standard report layouts?

· How much and what types of data archiving could realistically be implemented in this semester?

Next Step:

· The team will incorporate suggestions and observations into our development for Milestone 5.  We will look to fit new ideas into our requirements and increment scheme.  We will also soon look for answers to the above questions raised.
