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1. Issues Unaddressed:

1) Coach VanPelt expressed a desire to archive information from year to year.  When entering a participant’s information for 2004, for example, he would like to be able to see if he was a participant in 2003 and, if so, just update that data.
2) Camp Banking Module – keeping track of a participant’s initial camp bank deposit and all transactions and calculating a balance.
3) Staff Module – maintaining information for all staff members (e.g. schedules, room & team assignments, etc)
4) Awards Module – keeping track of camp award winners from year to year in order to create a history around the awards
5) Statistics Module – keeping track of team records and player statistics
6) Daily Schedule – system functions to help generate a camp schedule
2. Known Bugs:

1) Some bugs are known to exist in the handling of information from year to year.  The specific type and location of the bugs is not known but they do exist in some code. 
2) Inevitably some bugs will arise as the system is put into use in the summer of 2003.  As these bugs arise, and per Coach VanPelt’s concerns, each should be addressed and fixed by summer 2004.
3. Suggestions

1) Look over and understand old code; it is not commented overly well, but it should be understandable to developers with a small background in PHP and mySQL.
2) Possibly develop a better format and better customization features for reports (possibly a PDF format).  Improved customization features should be based on organizational feedback and requirements based on summer 2003 analysis of the system.
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
